Toronto, OntarioE Theatre Smith-Gilmour , one of Toronto's foremost theatre companies, is back on stage
at the Factory Studio Theatre with their highly acclaimed work, Katherine Mansfield . Created by Artistic Directors Michele

Smith and Dean Gilmour , along with the acting company, this theatrical adaptation of four of the late author's short stories opens
Saturday, March 14 and runs through to April 5, 2009.

Following their highly acclaimed production of The Mansfield Project in 2008, Theatre Smith-Gilmour has continued to refine the
work, delving further into the subtle nuances of Katherine Mansfield's stories. Along with a change in title, Katherine Mansfield
includes the addition of a new story along with the continued evolution of the original four stories.

Having ended an eight-year fascination with playwright Anton Chekhov's short stories, Theatre Smith-Gilmour has moved on to
the work of influential writer Katherine Mansfield (1888-1923). One of the most talented short story writers of her generation,
Mansfield spent most of her life writing in England and Europe. Deeply influenced by Anton Chekhov, to this day she is praised for
her strong feminist writing. "(Mansfield's stories) are about being a woman," says Smith. "It's the sensitivity of Chekhov but even
more focused on women."

In Katherine Mansfield , Theatre Smith-Gilmour has created an exquisite and beautifully moving piece: full of passion, love,
sexual awakening, innocence, longing, death and loss. With their inimitable, visually-arresting style, Smith and Gilmour have
captured Katherine Mansfield's unsentimental dance of life and death that Paula Citron , Classical 96.3fm called "Ebrilliant,

touchingE effective theatre " and Robert Crew , Toronto Star called "Efluid, polished, and delightfully imaginativeE "

Collaborating with Gilmour and Smith are Claire Calnan and Adam Paolozza . Calnan, an active Toronto theatre artist who works
extensively in creation based performance has appeared in Chekhov's Heartache (Smith-Gilmour/Factory) as well as Past
Perfect for Terragon Theatre, and Duel at Dawn and New Canadian Kid for Lorraine Kimsa Theatre for Young People. Paolozza,
co-artistic director of the international ensemble TheatreRUN, is a graduate of Ryerson Theatre School and fcole International de
ThZ%otre Jacques Lecoq. He appeared irLu Xun Blossoms and was assistant director on Chekhov's Heartache.

Occupying an essential place in the landscape of Canadian Theatre, Theatre Smith-Gilmour has been creating original theatre
since 1980. Their highly esteemed body of work includes the acclaimed Chekhov Cycle , which has been performed in Toronto,
across Canada, throughout Asia and at the prestigious 2007 Chekhov International Theatre Festival in Moscow. In 2007, Smith
and Gilmour travelled to Shanghai, China to co-create and perform Lu Xun Blossoms with the Shanghai Dramatic Arts Centre.
This was the first ever Sino-Canadian co-production, which honours Lu Xun's legacy as one of the greatest Chinese literary
figures of the 20t Century. Called "both humorous and wailful" (Oriental Morning Post), Lu Xun Blossoms went on to play to
sold-out houses in Beijing, Hong Kong, Guangzhou and Macau. Theatre Smith-Gilmour has been nominated for 24 Dora Awards,
and won 8, including Outstanding Production and Outstanding Actor (Dean Gilmour) for both Chekhov's shorts and Chekov longs
b In The Ravine They are currently developing a new work, Grimm, based on the fables written by The Brothers Grimm.
